- hardware and software for a control centre for the integrated management of the water supply
network consisting of:

* Integrated management server (INU server) only with basic functions in Phase | of the project and
2 accompanying clients;

 Historian for long-term storage of measurement data - logs;

* Communication server - FEP (Front End Processor) for data collection from new log inputs with the
possibility of automatic and manual data collection;
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e Communication with the existing system for supervising and managing the water supply system of
the City of Zagreb (SCADA) to collect data from existing measuring points and accessible through
existing telemetry.

Tendering for contracts to be financed with the proceeds of a loan from the Bank is open to firms
from any country. The proceeds of the Bank's loan will not be used for purpose of any payment to
person or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of
the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VIl of the Charter of the United Nations.

To be qualified for the award of a contract, tenderers must satisfy the following minimum criteria:

(a) Average annual turnover as prime contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and
completed) over the last 3 years of Euro 4,0 million or equivalent.

(b) Successful experience as prime contractor in the execution of at least two project of a nature and
complexity comparable to the proposed contract within the last 5 years.

(c) The tenderer shall demonstrate that it has access to, or has available, liquid assets,
unencumbered real assets, lines of credit, and other financial means sufficient to meet the
construction cash flow for the contract for a period of 4 months, estimated as not less than Euro
seven hundred thousand (700.000,00) or equivalent, taking into account the tenderer's
commitments for other contracts.

A current company bank statement or declaration of monthly solvency must be provided to
substantiate the above.
